Read the Scripture over and over 
and over again using a few different translations. Read it out loud. Talk to God and 
pray it out. Think it through. Ask: Who? What? When? Where? Why? How?

I N T E R P R E T A T I O N
W H A T  D O E S  T H E  S C R I P T U R E  M E A N ?
Not what you think it means – but what it actually means. Let Scripture interpret 
Scripture. Read the text in context with the Scriptures surrounding it. Check the 
cross-referenced Scriptures in the margin of your Bible. Chew it up word by word. 
Look up words in your Bible concordance and dictionary. Now – write it out in your 
own words.
